Application Procedure for the 

Green Apprenticeship (GA) Training: Ecovillage and Permaculture Design Course 2010/11:

Please note:

· All studies are in English although Hebrew is the common language used day to day on the kibbutz.

· Applications are received on a rolling basis. We strive to send out notification of acceptance into the course at least one month before the start. 

· Places on the course are limited. Accommodations are shared. 

· Applications for financial aid are included at the end of this application form and will be considered based on need. 

For 7-week Intensive GA (27 December 2010 – 16 February 2011):

· The program is open to applicants 20 years and older (couples also       accepted).

· The cost of the program is $3,150.

For 5-month Comprehensive GA (28 February – 28 July 2011):

· The program is open to applicants 18 years and older (couples also       accepted).
· The cost of the program is $6,750. MASA grants are available for eligible participants. 
To apply to either program please send us the following:

1. Signed Green Apprenticeship Intake Form including passport size photo.

2. A C.V./ resume showing where you have studied, worked etc.

3. Two recommendations from employers, teachers or the like.

4. A letter or certificate from your doctor stating that you are physically and mentally fit to work and study on kibbutz: in an intensive community setting and a harsh desert climate doing work that is physically strenuous at times.

Upon approval of application you will be asked to send: 


1. A letter of commitment stating that you intend to participate in the course 

2. A deposit of $300 U.S. (Will be deducted from total cost).

Before you arrive at Lotan you will need to:

1. If you have applied for the 7 week program, send us your completed volunteer visa request form at least 2 weeks before arrival in Israel and then stop at the Kibbutz Program Center (in Tel Aviv) before you come to Lotan to finish the paperwork for your volunteer visa (more details on this later in the application)

2. If you have applied for the 5 month program, you need to arrange for your student visa before you arrive in Israel (more details on this later in the application)
3. The outstanding course fee is due upon arrival at Lotan. Those participants paying in full prior to their arrival will receive a $100 discount on the course fee. 

4. Upon arrival at Lotan you will be asked to pay a deposit of $100 (paid separately from the course fees) to cover any internal expenses within the kibbutz e.g. car rides, drinks at pub etc. Any money not used will be returned at the end of your stay. 

Space on the program is limited. Please feel free contact us with any questions you may have with regards the course or the kibbutz in general.

Visas

For the 7 week program:

Students must have a volunteer visa in order to be on the 7 week program A blank volunteer visa form is included with this application. Completed forms must be faxed or emailed to Leah Zigmond at least 2 weeks before your arrival in the country. This will allow us to send all the forms together and will save you time when you go to Tel Aviv to pay for your visa. The Kibbutz Program Center will take your passport for 2 weeks upon payment for the visa and will send it to you at Lotan, via registered mail.

Cost of the volunteer visa is about $110 and is payable to the Kibbutz Program Desk 
For the 5 month program:
Students must have a student visa in order to be on the 5 month program. A student visa form can be obtained on line or through the Israeli Consulate closest to you. It can take up to three weeks for the consulate to process a request for a student visa, please keep this in mind and apply for one at least one month before the program start date. You will need to send in an official letter from Lotan stating that you have been accepted into the program before you can apply for the visa. We will send you this letter when we notify you of your acceptance.

7. Green Apprentices are expected to come on time and to participate in educational activities organized on their behalf.
